of the Lateran basilica. Basilicas were the great civic buildings of

Rome: large, rectangular with a semi-circular cylinder or apse
being built into one of the short sides. They were used to meet, for public
functions, as covered markets, as law courts — usually all at the same
time. The magistrate sat in the apse and heard cases from the parties
standing before and around him. When Christianity came along, they made
use of these buildings, with the seat of the bishop in the apse, the altar in
front, people standing around for the celebration of the Eucharist, and —
for quite some time — a market or fair going on in the back. The notion of
leaving much of your daily life at the church door is a relatively late
development — for, after all, all is, anyhow, being lived in God’s sight. The
Lateran basilica was built by Constantine, and by tradition dating from the
twelfth century, was said to have been dedicated on the 9th of November.
As it is the pope’s Cathedral (St Peter’s is, technically, his private chapel)
its feast was extended from the city of Rome to the rest of the churches of
the Roman Rite, as a sign of unity and respect for the Holy See, presiding
over the whole assembly of charity that is the Church.

O N Wednesday this week we celebrated the feast of the dedication

But splendid though it is we do not celebrate the building. The building is
embellished and decorated to reflect the dignity of what it contains — the
people of God. We celebrate our being called and chosen, our being built
into temples of God’s Spirit. Paul tells the church in Corinth that they must
realise that they are God’s temple and that the Spirit of God is living in
and amongst them. “God’s temple is holy and that temple you are”. We
are required then to treat each other with reverence and love because we
are the place of God’s dwelling, we go from the assembly or church in the
Spirit and power of the Risen Lord to bear his life and healing presence
into our world. We are, or should be, holy, saints, at least saints in the
making. Of course, for most of us, our becoming holy, becoming shaped
into the stones being built into the living temple of God’s presence takes
time — sometimes a lifetime. That’s why coming to church is, as the
anthem for the feast suggests, an awe-full experience, because we’re at
once reminded of the dignity that is ours, and challenged to live up to it.
Terribilis est, locus iste: hic domus Deus est, et porta caeli (This is a
frightful place, [because] here is the house of God, and the entrance to
heaven).
